Principal’s Report  • With much gratitude I express my appreciation for all the work that went into the Pub

• All classes kindergarten-grade 5 completed a school district support, classroom-based 
literacy assessment. Our student services team led the assessment and co-
administered with each classroom teacher. This data was then shared with teachers 
and utilized to strengthen the class review process. As part of our APL (Action Plan for 
Learning) I compiled the data for a “school-view”.
